I.  Major Topic: Language Arts

V. Objective(s):
By the end of the lesson, the students will make predictions about the story The Yellow Star, make predictions about the story and use context clues to support the predictions.
VI. PROCEDURES:

Introduction
Transition/Focus Attention: Your teacher told me you had read the book Number the Stars, this book; The Yellow Star is a story from the same era.
Motivation/Hook: This story is a folk tale, and even though there is no way of substantiating if it ever happened it really makes the reader think.  
Set Behavior Expectations:  While I am reading, everyone should be quiet so the story can be heard.  We will be stopping at a certain point of the story to make predictions about what may happen next.
Set Purpose: The purpose of our lesson is to think about what we are reading and gain appreciation for the characters and concepts presented.
Strategy and Grouping Pattern Used:  Individual; whole class instruction
Group Size: 28 students.
Steps/Learning Activities/Differentiated Instruction:              
Anticipated Time for each step

1.  Hand out DR-TA worksheets (1 minute)
2.  Introduce book and ask students to complete the first part of the worksheet. (2 minutes)
3.  Read first portion of the book. (6 minutes)
4.  The teacher will give the students the opportunity to make predictions about what will happen next in the story and give an explanation about why they think so. (4 minutes)

5.  Teacher will finish reading story to class. (5 minutes).
6.  Students will have a think-pair-share discussion about what they thought would happen in the story. (2 minutes)

7.  Students will be picked at random to share why they made the predictions and how they compared to the actual outcome.  
Closure:  I hope that you enjoyed this story as much as I did.  It is unfortunate in some ways that no one can prove it true or false, but in some ways it leaves so much to the imagination that it is almost better not to know. 
Assessment Activities: DR-TA worksheets.
Transition: Students will turn in DR-TA worksheet and head to their special of the day.
VII. REFLECTION
How do you know that learning took place? How does the data support your conclusion?
What kind of adaptations did you make to accommodate individual differences?  What other adaptations would be helpful to accommodate the needs of individual students?
